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The Logo of Asiana Centre

If you have read the Sinica issue 116 (December 2012), you would
know the meaning of this logo. This logo appeared in the letterhead of
Asiana Centre over forty years ago. Our founder, Fr. Paschal Chang, in
his wisdom and creative ingenuity, designed this logo. If you study this
logo carefully, you can discover that the two letters A (in white) and C
(in black) are the first letters of Asiana Centre; the CROSS at the
background signifies that it is a place of gathering for Christians; the
FIGURE in Franciscan habit tells us it is a Franciscan establishment and
the OPEN BOOK in the friar’s hands is a Bible, telling us our mission is
to spread the Gospel.

Have you seen this logo anywhere in Asiana Centre? The two stone
plaques outside St. Clare’s Hall commemorating (1) the installation of
the foundation stone in 2002 by the Australian Franciscan Provincial Fr.
Stephen Bliss and (2) the official opening of the new addition in 2003
by Auxiliary Bishop David Cremin bear this logo in colours. Let us
reflect on its meaning when we come to Asiana Centre which is a
legacy of Fr. Chang to our community and never forget to live out its
meaning.

Cardinal Gilroy, Archbishop of Sydney, blessed the grand opening
of Asiana Centre on 2™ of June, 1963. You are welcome to check out
the marble plaque commemorating this event, installed on the wall
outside the front door of the white house facing the front lawn. This
year is the Golden Jubilee year of this event. The community will
celebrate the Golden Jubilee of the establishment of Asiana Centre on
the 1% of June, 2013 with a Eucharistic celebration in Asiana Centre at 4
pm followed by a dinner gathering at Burwood RSL Club at 6 pm.
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
