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Commemoration of the Centennial Apparitions of Our Lady of Fatima Sr. Teresa Chiu
2017 is a special Jubilee Year when the Universal Church repeatedly reminds us the series of six apparitions in Fatima. Let us review
and reflect in the following three areas:

The Apparitions Hundred Years Ago

The six apparitions between May 13 to Oct 13, 1917 occurred in Portugal is now 100 years when Our Lady appeared to three shepherd
children, Lucia, Francesco and Jacinta. Our Lady requested the three shepherd children to dedicate themselves, and the reparation of
the sins of the world and to recite the Holy Rosary daily for World Peace. On the last apparition on Oct 13, Mary said: “I am the Lady
of Rosary. I desire a chapel in my honour to be built, that people continue to recite the Rosary every day.” This final apparition attracted
70,000 people to witness the foretold miracle. When Our Lady was talking to Lucia, Our Lady opened her hands again. She launched
a ray of light in the direction of the sun. Lucia shouted “Please look at the sun” and then Our Lady disappeared in the sky. Immediately
following this, the vision of the Joyful Mystery appeared, followed by the Sorrowful Mystery and concluded with the Glory Mystery.
It was Lucia who witnessed the visions of the three Mysteries. Francesco and Jacinta only saw the first vision. Then the Sun appeared
with exceptional intensity in bright light but not dazzling as to hurt the eyes. The sun spins round and round in great speed inflaming
the sky like a silver plate. This phenomenon existed for about 10 minutes in the presence of 70,000 spectators. Obviously, the Miracle
of the Sun is a means to prove the authenticity of the Apparitions of Our Lady.

Actions Taken by the Church after the Apparitions

(A) After the reported Miracle of the Sun, pilgrims from far and near make their journey to Fatima.

(B) On completion of the Basilica of the Most Holy Rosary, Pope Pius XII dedicated the whole world to the Immaculate Heart of Mary.
Recitation of the Rosary and Prayers to the Immaculate Heart of Mary became the world-wide movement.

(C) In October 2000, Pope John Paul II, with 1,500 delegates from Bishops all over the world, re-dedicate the Church and the whole
world for the protection of Our Lady of Fatima.

The Secrets of Fatima: The three Secrets confided to the children were made known to us concerning the two World Wars. The First
World War ended in 1918 whereas the Second World War concluded in 1945. The third secret referred to a vision of Lucia that a white
robed bishop was knocked down by gun fire. This vision referred to the incident on 13 May 1981 when Pope John Paul II was shot in
St. Peter’s Square in Rome. The Pope believed that it was Mary who intervened by redirecting the bullet away from his heart. This
secret was revealed when Pope John Paul II disclosed the event in May 2000 when he made a pilgrimage to Fatima. Sr. Lucia vouched
for this fact on 17th Nov 2001 as a survival witness.

For solemn celebration of the Holy Mother’s love for all human souls, the Holy Father Pope Francis, on the occasion for
Commemoration of the Centennial Apparitions of Our Lady of Fatima, Plenary Indulgence to all faithful who will fulfil the following
obligations during any time within the Year 2017:

From 27.11.16 to 26.11.17, faithful can obtain plenary indulgence. According to the Rector of the Fatima Basilica, Fr. Andre Pereira,
faithful can gain Plenary Indulgence (according to Catholic Asian News Agency) in the following ways:

(1) Pilgrimage to the Basilica in Fatima;

(2) On any commemoration day (i.e. 13th day) in the month between May and October; in a spirit of devotion to the Holy Mother, can
proceed to any church or chapel or any suitable praying place, in the presence of the of the statue of Our Lady of Fatima to pray.

(3) The third way for gaining Plenary Indulgence, shall be applicable to the aged, sick or for grave reason to travel outside their homes.

As a matter of fact, gaining Plenary Indulgence shall not be restricted by the time and location. Human beings as being time and space
conscious, would have particular feeling towards certain date/place, otherwise it would have no other meaning at all. As God and His
Holy Mother transcend space and time. In other words, our adoration and devotion to God and His Mother will not restrict our action.
The external factors such as space and time will serve as reminder in our memory. As long as the faithful in a spirit of faith and devotion

to the Holy Mother and Her God of Mercy, our prayers will be acceptable and blessed during our suffering and pains in our lives!
