Alan Wong- You Are a Priest Forever Sr. T Chiu

Our Community has been impregnated with a joyous atmosphere for the past two or three months for reason
that a member of this Community will have a priestly ordination from the eldest son of Mr. Charles Wong —
Alan Wong Ding Yi who was ordained a Deacon together with other ten members of the Jesuit in USA. Rev.
Alan together with another Australian Deacon member will be ordained to Priesthood in the middle of June
this year in Sydney. As the Wong’s family belongs to this Community, the Superior of the Jesuit Province
graciously granted permission for the new priest to celebrate his First Mass in the Asiana Centre at 3.00 p.m.
on 17th June, 2018.

As training period for a Jesuit priest will take more than ten years and very often outside Sydney, many
members of this Community are not familiar with the new priest. For this reason, I wish I could offer a brief
summary of his priestly journey.

To start with, it began more than ten years ago when Mr. Charles Wong having completed his practice of Tai
Chi lesson at Asiana Centre, came to see me. He said that he was under the impression that I had always
encouraged CASS members to take part in the World Youth Day and he indicated that he would like me to
encourage his eldest son to join the Australian Team. I was much obliged to his request to offer whatever help
I could. Unfortunately, it was too late to register Alan’s participation for this event after the expiring date for
registration. But God has many ways to lead our young people. Later Alan joined the CASS as a graduate
member. He enjoyed the companionship of the senior members of the youth group, taking active part in all
prayer meetings, such as the recitation of the Holy Rosary, sharing of the Sunday Gospel in work and in life.
He also joined the team of senior members such as Andrew Tham, Pandora, and Elizabeth ...etc with those
who were on the threshold of working life in our society. Through participation in the group’s activities,
mutual support, Alan’s vision on the Church’s activities was raised to a higher level. Later on he did participate
the next World Youth Day held in Sydney and by then Alan became an aspirant to the Society of Jesus.

Members of our Community are familiar with the parents of Alan — Charles & Tina but his younger brother,
Bruce, who on account of his youth activities at the university and his personal friendship circle, was not so
well-known. When the first son was ready for graduation at the university, the whole family was very excited
to be ready for this happy occasion. The Grand Parents of Alan who used to care for the third generation from
infancy, to childhood and then to adult, because Alan’s parents have to earn the family livelihood. The
Grandpa at the age of 94 became very sick and the Grandma, aged 82 also with failing health and they passed
away before his graduation. The loss of the Grand Parents greatly upset the Wong’s brothers. Alan made an
important decision that he would make a solitary journey for searching his ideal for his future. He planned to
go to India, Naples, Himalaya, Tibet, USSR and Moscow. He suffered the loss of his purse during his solitary
journey but was fortunate enough to keep travelling documents intact. During this exceptional period, he had
unusual experience in life, with greater comprehension of God, the universe and life.

It was also known that whilst working in USA and having identified his future in God’s way, he tendered
resignation to his superior who became convinced that Alan was such an efficient worker that he would double
his earning if he would stay on. However, the calling for vocation is irresistible when it comes from God.

I have outlined Alan Wong’s search for his vocation and I think I have to mention about the hairdo of Charles
Wong — which became his identity with a “pony tail” on top of his head ever since Alan joined the Jesuit. For
ten years, Charles never want to “have a haircut”. He maintained the growth of his hair to such an extent that
he has to tie up the “long hair” as a pony tail. For those who want to poke fun on his style of hairdo would
ask when would he cut his ‘pony tail” Will it be performed by the Bishop, or the SJ Superior or even the Holy
Father? It is easy to make such funny remarks. But for Charles, it is ten years of expectation, ten years of hope
and ten years of prayers! What a Great Expectation of a father in prayer and love! These elements remain in
traces in his hair. Fr. Alan, would you like to treasure them?
